“CELLULARTELEPHONE” BILLSPOSE POTENTIAL PROBLEMS
FORHAM RADIO OPERATION
Billsaimed a thwarting “driving whilecdlular” and “driving whiledistracted” behavior havebeenintroducedin
several states, and most are worded broadly enough to potentially proscribe some Amateur Radio mobile
operation. ARRL Regulatory Information Specidist Dan Henderson, NIND <reginfo@arrl.org>, sofar has
catalogued 11 active pieces of legidation. Billsintroduced in Montanaand New Mexico have been sddlined
for now, but related measures— morethan onein some states— remain alive. Henderson reportsthat ARRL
Field Organization volunteers and members called the L eague’ s attention to the various pieces of pending
legidation, none of which specifically exempt Amateur Radio mobile operation.

“In most caseswetry to work to have language exempting Amateur Radio inserted into the bill,”
Henderson explains. “It removes ambiguity down theroad.” Ref.: ARRL Letter \bl. 26, No. 07

BPL STUDY BILL GAINSCOSPONSORS

A bill inthe USHouse of Representatives calling onthe FCC to study theinterference potentia of broadband
over power line (BPL) technology and report itsfindings back to Congress has gained two cosponsors, its
sponsor, USRep Mike Ross, WD5DVR (D-AR), reports. They are USRep Stevelsrael (D-NY) and US
Rep Ron Paul (R-TX). One of two radio amateursin the House, Ross submitted the “ Emergency Amateur
Radio Interference Protection Act of 2007 (HR 462) <http://thomas.loc.gov/cgi-bin/guery/zc110:H.R.462:>
onJanuary 12. Last year, the US House passed atel ecommunicationsbill, HR 5252, containing language that
Ross proposed requiring the FCC to study theinterference potential of BPL systems. Thelegidation never
madeit out of Congress, however. In aletter to hisHouse colleaguesinviting additional cosponsors, Ross
emphasized that hisprimary god isto minimize BPL'sinterference potentid.

The ARRL has
disputed the FCC’ sfindings and, on December 21, sought clarification in aletter to several FCC officials,
including Enforcement Bureau Chief Kris Monteith and Spectrum Enforcement Division Chief Kathryn S,
Berthot, who authored the dismissal letter. ARRL CEO David Sumner, K1ZZ, saysthe FCC' sslenceto date
prompted the FOIA request.

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E RESTRUCTURING:
MORSE TESTING GOES AWAY IN
THE UNITED STATES

For better or for worse, Morse testing to obtain a United States Amateur Radio service
license disappeared on February 23rd . Amateur Radio Newsline's Mark Abramowicz, NT3V, and a
friend take a look at the mode and itsillustrious history as a part of the wonderful world of Amateur
Radio:

Many hamswho either wanted M orsetesting retained or areturn to the more stringent 5, 13 and 20
word per minutetesting regime said that the fight to save code examswould not be over until the proverbia
fat lady sang. Well, she not only has sung her final song but a so danced her last dance. Now Morsetesting
inthe United Statesisbeing relegated to the ham radio history books. But the modeitsdlf, continues.

Joe Schroeder, W9JUV, isaChicago area ham who happensto love Morse operation and knowsalot of
itshistory inthe hobby:

Schroeder: "Yourealy haveto go back alongway. Back to Samuel EB. Morsehimself. The
invention by him of the M orse Code and telegraphy which literally eectrified theworld asfar ascommuni-
cationswas concerned, and that was until the invention of the telephone.

Abramowicz: Of course, that (Morse) wasthe only way you could get messagesinstantaneoudy
from city to city and then acrossthe country and across the ocean between continents (viacable). And until
theinvention of radio and itswide-spread use, that was the only means of rapid communications. Otherwise
you would write aletter and hope that in amonth or two acouple of ship voyageswould get it to whereit
wasgoing.”

Morse code and M orsetesting has been apart of ham radio sinceitsearliest days. It made sense
back then because M orse was the only mode available to hamsin those early days. So it wasreasonableto
assume any exam to obtain an Amateur Servicelicensewould contain an element to determine acandidates
proficiency inwhat many called the artform of Morse code. Before the advent of computerized keying, with
many seasoned C-W operatorsableto tell whoiscalling from thefirst dots and dasheswithout ever hearing
agationscalsgn.

Schroeder: “What you aretalking about isthe M orse operators swing which dates back originaly
to the straight key but more appropriately to the bug. Different operators using the same bug are going to
sound very, very different.”

AbramowiczTheintroduction of voice communicationsusing A-M telephony inthe 1920’ s caused
aschism among hams. Seasoned Morse operators|ooked down on the new mode. Many said that there
was no need for voice because M orse could get amessage through far better under adverse conditions.
And so it wasthat the proponents of Morse and the supportersof voicewent their separate ways. But they
wereall till bound together by one common point in their ham radio careers. Each had passed aMorse
proficiency exam, because the government maintained that to get aham license, codewas aprerequisite.

Schroeder: “Oneof thetenants of Amateur Radio isthat we are supposed to be therefor emer-
gency communicationsintime of need. And, the smplest form of radio communications, which was CW,
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the breaking and renewing of acarrier, wasboth easier to create and better ableto get through under
adverse conditions. So, with our responsibility of being an emergency communications system, CW wasa
necessity.”

Abramowicz: Eventualy, Morseeven spawned itsown entry level licenseinthe U-S-A. The
Noviceclasswasintroduced inn the mid 20th century asaone-time-only, non-renewableticket. Whileinits
firstincarnation it did have somevery limited VHF voice privileges, those eventualy went away leaving the
NoviceasaMorseonly ticket.

Schroeder: “Of coursethe purpose of the Novicelicense was not to get peopleto talk for one
year on VHF/UHF and then off theair. The purpose wasto give them an opportunity to learn Morse code
by actudly usingit ontheair instead of havingtolisten to tapesor records.”

Abramowicz: That philosophy testing for Morse held true until thelatter part of the 20th century
when the FCC noted that the numbers of new hams coming to the service was dropping. The FCC asked
the ham community how to kick start interest in the service. That |ead to the dropping of Morsetesting for
the Technician classlicensein the 1990’ sand doing away with 13 and 20 minute Morse exams severd
years ago.

Schroeder: “Certainly the no-code Tech wasarea incentivefor people who wanted to communi-
cate (locally) but werenot that interested in long distance communications. So the no-code Tech redly was
agreat boon for VHF and UHFE”

Abramowicz: Meantime, theInternationa Telecommunications Union which setsworld-wide
standardsfor al telecommunications decided that in their eyes Morse testing wasno longer needed. They
made Morse exams optional and it was not |ong before administrationsworl d-wide began dropping the
Morsetest requirement. Now severa yearslater, theU.S. isfollowing.

And after dl thefighting and recriminations, it appearsthat interest in Morseisas strong asit has
ever been. Maybe even stronger now that isjust another fun aspect of the hobby and not the entry hazing
ritual that many say it had becomethe past severa years.
